5. Roundtable 
a. Langara/Lindsay: Econ articulation committee presentation on open textbooks
i. The committee is designed to bring educators together from a particular field to support students interested in transferring from one institution to another. 
ii. Considerable knowledge about OER in committee presentation.
iii. Helps to better understand the barriers and implications around OERs in relation to transfer credits.
iv. BCCAT research plan includes OER as a policy and consideration point.
b. Langara/Lindsay: Open student Scholar archive prize
i. Purpose of prize: an opportunity to honour students who are producing exemplary work that would be of use to the wider community. Offer gift cards for students who win Prize.
ii. Have received more funding to support this initiative. 
c. BCIT/Ian: tour of Internet Archive space from Brewster Kahle (founder of Internet Archive) 
i. Currently underused and would like to make better use of it. Reach out to Ian or Internet Archive to organize a booking if interested.
ii. Internet Archive mission: Universal access to all knowledge 
d. Douglas/Debra: inquiry about JIBC psychology presentation during Open Education Week
e. KPU/Amanda: OE Global happening in November in Australia
i. Potential to present on BCOEL work at the conference – deadline for proposals May 20. 
ii. ACTION: Email AG if interested in collaboration. 
f. KPU/Amanda: Open Ed ambassadors
i. In Spring 2024 term KPU ran a student writing competition; students wrote 500 words on experiences using OER/ZCT/Open education generally
ii. Published first issue in KPU journal space (Open Access)
iii. The aim is to make it a regular/yearly competition.
g. KPU/Amanda: Where to add ancillary materials if they are not already attached to a textbook?
i. Identified issue: BCcampus does not typically include/upload ancillary materials if they are not part of an OER.  
ii. Most usually upload such items to OER Commons or internal repositories.
iii. ACTION: AG to send suggestion to BCcampus to incorporate standalone ancillary materials in repository (in response to their call for feedback). 
h. VCC/McKenzie: Developed a newsletter to promote variety of open access initiatives/activities happening at VCC and beyond which would be of interest to faculty.
i. Potential to develop this list further so it can be shared across institutions.
i. UCW/Liz: Tiered payment system plans continue.
j. UCW/Liz: Inquiry about creating a list on BCOEL site to share alternative/smaller/non-institutional repositories to increase awareness and visibility.
k. ISKME/Peter: Metadata sharing agreement with Pressbooks – means that all Pressbooks will also be accessible via OER Commons
