This project has gone through the Privacy Office and has received acceptable use guidelines, which were shared with students.

4. Guiding question: is there a budget for funding new OER projects? 
0. BCIT: This is the first in 5 years that BCIT will not have funding 
0. Douglas College: grant is not for creation; it is for adopting $500- 1500 for adopting.
0. KPU: modeled after the Douglas model
0. UBC: centralized funding for grants. Has 2: $2000 rapid grant and up to $25000 per project 
0. SFU: OER grants ran on soft funding, now this funding is limited. 
0. UCW: Had funding approved before budget overhaul. Tiered payment process for ZTC coming along, has money available but it has been paired down due to capacity. Only for adoption, not creation. 
1. Roundtable
5. UBC/Erin: Got approval to do OER awards and a gala event that recognizes 4 winners as well as OER champions.
0. Follows the same model as the teaching awards; the awards are ongoing and not time limited which is positive for OERs in the future. The awards recognize 
0. Open Education Advocacy Toolkit, that details process of OER awards and more, will be published soon 
0. Douglas also recognizes OER champions with a Gala event
5. SFU/Hope: Faculty Survey complete, which will support the launch of some OER projects. 
1. Created a new SFU OER Community of Practice; launch event October 23
5. Ascenda/Ali: Working on setting up Pressbook instance at Acsenda college. Limited Pressbooks space for private colleges motivated the push an institutional account. This has already received faculty interest. 
5. TRU/Brenda: All grant recipient projects have been selected.
