i. Student goes through bookstore website to find which ones have been marked as not having textbook costs
ii. Currently collaborating with the Bookstore to link reporting OER adoptions through their system/s
iii. Using Libwizard form for optional self-reporting and then it’s put into a spreadsheet
iv. Lots of manual self-reporting, working with Registrar

a. Tariffs and Textbooks (in relation to Canada’s Book Importation Regulations)
i. Lindsay wrote a blog post a few months ago: Textbooks, tariffs, and Tr*mp: Open textbooks as an everyday act of resistance
ii. Discussion
1. OER is not the end-all-be-all solution for readings or disciplines, libraries still need funding for collections.
2. Books are currently exempt from tariffs (An Overview of the 2025 Tariffs | the American Booksellers Association), but even if there are no tariffs there are cost increases to material costs etc. that will effect the final price
3. Does it only apply to physical materials, or does it include digital materials?

i. UBC has an interesting session about OER and AI last week at virtual publishing forum
